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Ethiopia Reads 
Ethiopia Reads began as an idea of Jane Kurtz when she was on the Session of this church.  Jane grew up 

in Ethiopia as a daughter of missionaries.  She realized that the children didn't have any books written in 

their language nor did they have any libraries where they could get books to read.  With the help of the Pres-
bytery, Jane received a grant and the first children's book Silly Mammo was produced.  This book was writ-

ten in Amharic and English.  They eventually established a library by the name of Shola in Addis Aba-

ba.  Later donkey libraries were established from the Shola library, bringing books to the countryside.   Since 

that time numbers of books have been shipped to Ethiopia and we are proud to say that there are 51 current 

libraries all through the country of Ethiopia.  

 

  The Grand Forks area committee is looking to establish a library in a       

  province that doesn't have one yet.  In order to establish a library, a total  

  of $10,000 is needed.  Since our church was instrumental in the begining  
  of this great organization, I think it is imperative that we commit to  

  adding money to a portion of that $10,000.  The Session has approved  

  $2,500 towards the goal of raising $5,000 from this church for that  

  library.  To assist in raising the  

  $2,500, the Session decided that the   
  Noisy Offering would be a place to  

  start.  We will be collecting money  

  for this offering for the rest of the   

  year.
